The State of Arizona’s September 11" Memorial Commission, working in tandem with the
United Phoenix Fire Fighters Association, has created a special memorial pin to
recognize the courage and heroism of those who made the ultimate sacrifice that fateful
day.

During the press conference, the group will unveil designs for the September 1 1"
commemorative pin. Details also will be provided for how Arizonans can participate in the
effort to pay tribute to the countless displays of courage and many acts of heroism that
occurred on September 11, 2001.

Money raised from the sale of the new pins will go toward the creation of a 9/11 memorial
monument. The monument, once it is installed on Wesley Bolin Plaza at the Arizona
State Capitol, will help ensure that, generations from now, Arizonans will continue to
honor the memory of the family, friends and fellow citizens who lost their lives during the
attacks on the United States on September 11, 2001. No public monies will be used to
build the monument.
